The Florida Dance Festival offers several full and partial Work-Study/Staff Assistant positions to individuals 18 or
older who have skills necessary to help with Festival operations. Staff Assistants must commit to a two-week period
starting Sunday morning, June 12, 2011 to Sunday afternoon, June 26, 2011. Staff Assistants arrive before the
Festival opens to help prepare registration materials, set up the Festival registration area, dance studios and other duties
as needed. During the Festival, Assistants help students in selecting classes, monitor classes for overcrowding, assist
teachers with audiovisual equipment, run the Festival’s retail operations, man the “Will Call” ticket table before
performances, usher performances, help with general upkeep of the studios and other duties as needed. Assistants are
not released from duty until after 12:00 noon, Sunday, June 26, 2011. Staff Assistants must be able to work a consistent
schedule during the Florida Dance Festival.

Work-Study/Staff Assistantships cover partial to full tuition (depending on work load and availability) and admission
to all performances. Assistants may take as many classes as their work schedule allows. Assistants are responsible for

their own transportation, housing and meal costs.

To apply for a Work-Study Staff Assistant position,

2. Resume’ highlighting work experience

3. Letter of recommendation speaking directly towards your work study position
4. Copy of your or your parents’ 2010 Tax form 1040 (the first page only)*
